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PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

On 2 March 1938 the 15" Infantry Regiment departed Tientsin, China, never to return. This ended 26 years of service in China. The
Tientsin and China our forebears in the Regiment experienced no longer exist — Tientsin is now Tianjin and the third largest city in
China, with a population of 10 million!

Tientsin and China definitely left a lasting impression on our Regiment. The Regiment’s China service is reflected on our coat of
arms, in our title “The Old China Hands,” and in our motto “Can Do!” We have artifacts in the China Room and at least two books
dedicated to our Regiment'’s service in China. Many illustrious leaders served in the Regiment during its China service — Marshall,
Stilwell, Ridgway, and many more.

| recently spoke with Bennet Walker, a WWII veteran who began his service in 1941 with the 15" Infantry at Fort Lewis and fought
with the Regiment in North Africa, Italy, and France. He transferred to the 7" Infantry for the fight across Germany and hoisted the
national colors at Hitler's Eagles Nest above Berchtesgaden on 5 May 1945. He told me he survived the war because of the training
and counsel he received from those Old China Hand NCOs still in the Regiment at Fort Lewis in 1941! That is also a great Can Do
legacy — well trained and dedicated soldiers and NCOs!

In September we will hold a ceremony at Fort Benning at the China Gate to commemorate the 70" anniversary of the Regiment'’s
departure from China and arrival at Fort Lewis, Washington. Our Association will have the opportunity to thank our young veteran
Can Do soldiers for the superb job they did in a very difficult situation in Iraq. We will have the opportunity to inculcate into our new
Can Do soldiers the outstanding heritage and traditions of our proud Regiment.

The Regiment will also be marking the 145" anniversa% of the Battle of Chickamauga. Musician William J. Carson was awarded the
Congressional Medal of Honor for his actions on the 19" of September 1863, the Regiment’s first CMH wearer. Many brave 15"
Infantrymen died over the two days the Regiment fought along that creek as part of the Regular Brigade of the Army of the
Cumberland. We will remember them and honor all Can Do soldiers who have served our nation throughout the Regiment’'s 147
years of uninterrupted service to the United States. And we will enjoy the company of our still living comrades from our periods of
service in the Regiment.

I encourage all of our members to make a real effort to join us in Columbus, Georgia this September. WE are the Regiment - each
and every one of us has played his part in peace or war in making the 15" Infantry the proud Regiment it is. Let's celebrate together.

We are still looking for volunteers to fill numerous critical jobs for the Association. It is time to give some of our great warhorses like
John Burke, Dick Guimond, Mike Horn, and Dave Adams a well-deserved rest! It is your Association and only as good as you make
it!

I have arranged for a Civil War reenactment band, the 33rd lllinois Volunteer Regiment Band, to record the “15™ Infantry Regiment
Quick March” using period instruments. They plan to have this completed by the time the 1% Battalion returns so it will be available for
a welcoming ceremony. They have not asked for any money for their support. | am also working with the US Army Band — Pershing’s
Own — to have the march arranged for a modern military band. While | am on the theme of music, | have spoken to Tom Mason, our
oldest Old China Hand, and learned that one of our Regimental Commanders in China actually wrote the Army’s Infantry March prior
to his commanding the 15" Infantry. For the tenure of his command “We Are the Kings of the Highway” was the Regimental march.
Including the “Beer Barrel Polka” from 1940 we now have three marches that have served as our Regimental march. | expect we will
hear all three in September!

Gilbert wins MacArthur

HBCT, 3rd Inf. Div.
FOB HAMMER - Capt. Brian Gilbert, the
commander of Company D, 1st Battalion, 15th Infantry
Regiment, will receive the Gen. Douglas MacArthur
Leadership award in the Hall of Heroes at the
Pentagon May 13.The award is given annually to the
top company-grade officers who demonstrate the
ideals of duty, honor and service to country. Gilbert, a
native of Boise, Idaho, is one of 14 active duty officers
who will receive the award. “l was extremely surprised
when | found out | would be receiving the award,”
Gilbert said. “I didn’t think | had a chance. It is very
humbling to be one of the recipients.” As surprised as
Gilbert is to receive the award, his subordinates are
not. “I think he is very deserving of the award,” said 1st
Lt. Daniel Bell, executive officer of Company D. “He is
a great commander. He never loses his cool and is
very knowledgeable. He is one of the most technically
and tactically proficient officers I've ever been around.”
Bell, from San Antonio, Texas, credits Gilbert with
many of the lessons he has learned during his current
deployment. “He has always been available when |
have had questions,” Bell said. “When he went home
on leave, | had to try and fill his shoes; ‘try’ being the
key word. | never realized how hard he worked until |
had to do it. | have the utmost respect for him.” First
Sgt. James Woody, from Portsmouth, Va., has worked
side by side with Gilbert since he took over Company
D in September. “When | found out | was coming to
Company D, | was excited,” he said. “Everyone | talked
to told me how lucky | was to have him as a
commander and they were right. We talk about
everything and line up our plans. He is great about
giving all his leaders the task and purpose, and letting
them make their decisions.” Woody described how
Gilbert directed his company on March 26 in Jisr
Diyala, when they were ambushed during a combat
patrol. “He was on the ground with his troops within 15
minutes of them being ambushed,” Woody said. “He
was directing five different elements at one time. To
listen to it over the radio was amazing. It says
something to your troops when their commander is
there with them on the ground.” For six hours, Gilbert
and his men fought criminals through the streets of Jisr
Diyala. At the end of the engagement, 11 enemy
fighters were dead and 24 were detained. Three of
Gilbert's men sustained minor injuries and returned to
duty. “In my opinion, if you have troops in contact, your
place as a commander is out there with them,” Gilbert
said. “That is really the only way you can assess what
is going on.” Bell said all the Company D Soldiers
like and respect Gilbert. “Everyone loves him,” Bell
said. “He has proven to them time and time again that
he will make the right decision. He has always been
fair when making decisions on rewards and
punishments. “That respect and admiration has
translated into performance, said Woody. “Our Soldiers
have remained professional
throughout this deployment,”

Woody said. “The locals know we are operating in
Jisr Diyala. We treat people with respect. The
Soldiers have carried themselves like the
professionals they are at all times when we have
gone outside the wire. All of local leaders have
noticed that. Capt. Gilbert is constantly
complimented by them for that.” In turn, Gilbert
credited his Soldiers’ performance for the award.
“Your men make you who you are as a leader,” he
said. “It really isn’t hard to be a company
commander when you have Soldiers like we do.”
Gilbert's commander, Col. Wayne W. Grigsby, Jr.,
from Prince George’s County, Md., commander of
the 3" Heavy Brigade Combat Team, congratulated
him on winning the award. Grigsby won the same
award in 1987. “He told me he was proud of me,”
Gilbert said. “It meant a lot coming from him. As a
former winner of the award, it helped set him up for
success. | hope | can emulate him and his success
“He told me he was proud of me,” Gilbert said.

Tientsin Turns Out in Force to Bid Farewell to 15" US Infantrymen: Troops, Police Line Route of March — North China Star,
Tientsin, China March 3, 1938

The 15 Infantry Departs Tientsin saluted by the Marine Corps Honor Guard

Cold and misty, yesterday dawned on many a broken heart as the 15" u.s. Infantry marched with full field equipment
through the streets of Tientsin. The whole town turned out to bid farewell to “Tientsin’s Own” regiment that has been
stationed here for a quarter of a century and the sendoff was given the Doughboys was the most impressive that the town
has ever seen or ever will see.

As the morning grew the sun penetrated the fog of the dawn and when the soldiers came out of the compound it glimmered
and danced in a million brilliant pinpoints from the shiny buttons and bayonets of the marching infantry. Solemnly walking at
the head of the tramping column was Colonel Joseph A. McAndrew, the Commanding Officer of the regiment, while the rest
of the command marched four deep behind.

However impressive the parade and the military show, the crowds bordering the streets showed no happy faces. Cheers
constantly broke out at the sight of the column in olive-drab garb of the servicemen of the U.S. Army and though the bands
played gay military music there was something melancholy about the whole proceeding, something that went to indicate the
high esteem and wholehearted liking residents of this city had for the 15M U.S. Infantry.

The route taken by the Doughboys led along Race Course Road, Victoria Road, and Rue de France, then across the
International Bridge to East Station. Beginning from the American Consulate General, the whole way to the International
Bridge was lined with foreign troops that stood at attention while the “Can Doers” passed.

Constables of the British Municipal Police lined the streets from U.S. Consulate to where Pao Shun Road crosses Victoria
Road. From there on, for about half a block were the Boy Scouts and members of the Volunteer Corps, while the rest of the
way to Consular Road was taken up by the Tommies of the Lancashire Fusiliers. The Battagliano Italiano in China was
assigned to the space between Consular Road in the British Concession to Rue de Consulat in the French Concession, while
the French troops lined the rest of the way to the bridge.

As the departing soldiers neared Victoria Park thousands of firecrackers were set off on a lawn in the park adding an oriental
touch to the proceedings. The din of the exploding firecrackers filled the air as a large crowd lining the sidewalks burst into a
thunderous cheer for the solemnly marching members of the 15",



All along the route of march every window was filled with faces as the bright military procession wound its way through the
main thoroughfares. Handkerchiefs waved in the morning breeze and farewells were shouted both from the sidewalks and
from the windows of the houses along the way.

Band Leads Troops

From the barracks to Consular Road the troops were led by the Band of the Lancashire Fusiliers. On the corner of Race
Course Road, just outside the former home of the regiment, was a Marine Guard of Honor that stood at attention while the
soldiers and the colors passed. The procession was terminated by the Band of the 15" U.S. Infantry.

On reaching Consular Road the Brmsh band left the route and turned into a side street, later following the Doughboys to the
station. The Band of the French 16" Colonial Infantry met the troops at the intersection of Rue de France and Rue Saint
Louis and marched them to the International Bridge where the soldiers were met by the Italian Band, which completed the
short distance to the station.

Honor Guards at Station

At East Station the musical section of the parade was further reinforced by the orchestra and the Guard of Honor from the
Chinese Police Forces. Other guards of honor that arrived there earlier in the morning comprised the British, French, and
Italian.

Following the regiment to the station was a huge crowd of civilians of every nationality. Everyone wished to be present when
the train bearing the soldiers would pull out for the last time from the station.

Interviewed at the station, Col. McAndrew said: “We are leaving Tientsin at last: It is with deep regret that we part from all the
good friends that we leave behind us. Everybody has been most kind and the arrangements made for our departure could
not have been better or more spectacular. We are leaving Tientsin with a heavy heart and we wish all good luck and
everything for the best in life.”

Hasty Goodbyes Said

As the minute for departure approached many a face bore a strained smile, if there was one at all. Everybody was trying to
talk at the same time. Hasty goodbyes were said as friends of long standing parted — perhaps never to meet again.

Touching scenes took place between the soldiers and the girls who were being left behind in China and a newsman’s camera
shutter clicked on the parting kiss bestowed by the leaving Doughboy on his girlfriend.

The order for embarkation was barked by Sergeants and a sudden hush fell on the large crowd. A young woman started
sobbing nearby. Swiftly the soldiers boarded the train and almost at once it started to move. Then the sudden stillness was
shattered by all of the four bands starting off simultaneously. The locomotive gave a loud grunt and the train picked up
speed to whisk the 15" Infantry out of Tientsin — perhaps forever. From their arrival in 1912 to this day, when the 15"
Infantry leaves our shores they have remained in Tientsin as guardians of peace and order in this city. They have occupied
foreign soil for a quarter of a century with a humaneness and justice which was a credit to American service and the natlon
Those soldiers of the glorious regiment that entered so much into the social life of Tientsin are rich in the tradition of the 15"
Infantry — a regiment which upheld the honor and proud record of American Arms.
