Soon after, he embarked on his long teaching career as 
Associate Professor of Science Education with Elon University. Today, 
Whit is a proud veteran of the 15th and an active director of the 
Scholarship Foundation.

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TECH TALK – OUR DATABASE

The biggest challenge in my job as Database Administrator is keeping up with change of 
addresses when our members move and don’t notify us in advance. We usually find out when we 
send out the Dragon and it comes back undeliverable. Sometimes we are lucky enough to get 
your forwarded address with this notice, but many come back with no information except that you 
have moved.

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MECHANIZED MEMORIES

Those of us who served in the Cold War, and in particular the 1960’s in Germany, will remember 
that we rode more than we walked. A number of years ago, the United States Cavalry 
Association, designated that all mechanized infantry units were, indeed, a part of the cavalry 
tradition. Our “horses” in those days were the reliable M113 Armored Personnel Carrier and the 
M114 Reconnaissance Track. These, coupled with the M60A1 Main Battle Tank, made up the 
stable of our steel thoroughbreds. If you will recall the TO&E in those days, a mechanized infantry 
battalion was paired with an armored battalion. In the case of the 1-15 at Harvey Barracks in 
Kitzingen, Germany (then West Germany), our “sister” unit was the 1-64 Armor and both our units 
were attached to the 2nd Brigade, 3rd I.D. at Harvey Barracks at the time. In essence, we 
functioned in the order of battle much like an armored cavalry regiment. If you were there, you’ll 
remember the topography of perfect “track and tank country” that the German terrain offered; the 
feared avenue of Soviet and Warsaw Pact penetration, the Fulda Gap; and the smell of fuel and 
grease that permeated your nose, mouth, and clothes for days on end.
